Elementary or Junior Hight School: 
Foreign children need to complete paperwork at their ward office or branch ward 
office in order to attend public elementary or junior high school in Kawasaki.    

※ Children may attend regardless of status of residence. 

Who may enroll:  
Elementary school: Children born between 2 April 2017 
and 1 April 2018 
(Note: there is a health exam for children entering elementary school.) 

   Junior high school: Children on track to graduate elementary school  
      (i.e. 6th grade) by March 2024
